Masonic Education:

MSANA
What is it?

MSANA is the abbreviation for the Masonic Service Association of North America.
It is an organization dedicated to serving Freemasonry, our country, and the world.
The initial reason for MSA’s formation was so U.S. Freemasonry could provide aid to our military servicemen near the end of World War I. The War Department (now Defense Department) refused to work with 49 (at that time) different Grand Lodges, but the government department agreed to work with just one agency. So Grand Masters gathered in Cedar Rapids, Iowa in 1918 to discuss and formulate the concept of MSA, and again in 1919 in Cedar Rapids to formally give birth to the new organization.

MSANA’s goal from the start was to provide services to the Grand Lodges that they could not easily perform individually.

What does it do?

The MSANA has three areas of focus for its efforts:
· Disaster Relief
· Hospital Visitation
· Masonic Education

Disaster Relief
When a natural disaster occurs, the Grand Jurisdiction(s) affected may request the MSANA to make an appeal for assistance to all U.S. and Canadian Grand Lodges.
MSANA’s first disaster relief appeal was in 1923 to help the victims of an earthquake in Japan.  Since that time more than 125 appeals have been made on behalf of individual Grand Lodges.  MSANA has become a recognized and credible Masonic group in North America, trusted by all Grand Lodges to forward aid around the world when disaster strikes. This has been one of MSA’s key services.
When a disaster relief appeal is made, all of the monies received are sent, in their entirety, to the Grand Lodge jurisdiction involved.  No portion of donated funds is retained by the MSANA for any reason whatsoever.  All costs connected with the appeal are absorbed through the MSANA’s regular operating budget.  All donated funds are given to help in the recovery within the Grand jurisdiction for whom the appeal was made.
To date, over $ 15.3 million dollars have gone to fund disaster relief efforts.  Efforts span over 31 U.S. states and territories, and over 25 countries all around the world.
All contributions, donations, and bequests to MSANA are tax deductible and every gift is acknowledged by the MSANA.

Hospital Visitation
The MSANA hospital visitation program is more than visitations to patients in V.A. hospitals. It also includes visitations to Veteran Homes and veterans in extended care facilities. It includes the rendering of personal services to those who need encouragement and to make life a little more pleasant. From the start the cornerstone service provided by MSA is our work with those who have served in the military. Today MSA has approximately 180 Hospital Representatives and State Coordinators, plus hundreds of volunteers at virtually every VA Medical Center and at many state veterans hospitals in the United States.
