Masonic Education:

Finding out the Secrets

To the uninitiated the secrets of Masonry have ever been a source of curiosity and wonder. Many have sought to penetrate the veil, and some have imagined they have succeeded. But the true secrets of the Order are known only to those who have been regularly initiated into its mysteries.

A gentleman once asked a Mason, “What is the secret of Masonry?”

The Mason replied, “It is a beautiful system of morality, veiled in allegory and illustrated by symbols.”

“But,” said the gentleman, “can you not tell me something more definite?”

The Mason answered, “We have signs, tokens, and words by which we make ourselves known to each other, and which serve as tests of our membership; but these are not the secrets of Masonry. They are merely the means by which we recognize one another.”

“Then what are the secrets?” inquired the gentleman.

The Mason continued: “The secrets of Masonry are the principles of brotherly love, relief, and truth. They are the practice of every moral and social virtue. They consist in the cultivation of the heart, the subjugation of the passions, and the improvement of the mind. Masonry teaches us to regard the whole human species as one family, and to act toward each other with the same kindness and affection that we would wish to receive.”

The gentleman then asked, “Is there anything mysterious or supernatural in your secrets?”

“No,” replied the Mason. “Masonry has no secrets that are inconsistent with the principles of morality and religion. Its secrets are such as every good man may know and practice without any violation of duty or propriety. They are designed to make men better citizens, better neighbors, and better Christians.”

“But why, then, are they called secrets?” persisted the inquirer.

“Because,” said the Mason, “they are communicated only to those who are properly prepared to receive them, and who have given evidence of their worthiness by a strict conformity to the rules and regulations of the Order. They are not to be divulged to the world at large, lest they should be profaned or misused. But to the worthy brother they are open and free.”
